General Presentments and Reports
Athens-Clarke County Grand Jury
January Term 2018

On Monday, January 8, 25 jurors, including two alternates, were selected to serve as members
of the Grand Jury for the Athens-Clarke County Superior Court for the January 2018 term.
Judge Regina M. Quick administered the oath to the jurors and charged them with their
responsibilities.

The jurors elected Keoshaw Shontell Maddox as Foreperson, Rita Smith Raines as Assistant
Foreperson, Hanna Hunt Willingham as Assistant Foreperson and Secretary, and Nancy B.
Davidson as Assistant Secretary. :

The remaining jurors were Deborah Denise Brightwell, Magnolia Collins, Susan Elizabeth
Cannone, Ronald Morris Crill, Zachary Gray Dorminey, Doris Finch, Leslie Elaine Grove,
Lorinda Lynn Himebrook, Wintre Servel Howard, Eric Johnson, Pablo Gerald Kienzle, Joshua
Justin Lockhart, Angela D. Neely, Kyle Emmanuel Nelson (only attended 1/9/18 session), Leo
Stefan Relerford, Kenneth Bernard Richardson, Elizabeth Wansong Scruggs, Richard Gary
Shover Sr., and Elma Tucker.

I. Criminal Functions

In the capacity of the criminal functions of the Grand Jury, 159 cases were brought before the
Grand Jury for indictment. Of these cases, 111 were returned as True Bills, 22 were returned as
No Bill, and 26 were returned as Split Bills.

Il. Civil Functions

The January 2018 Grand Jury undertook one civil function:

(1) Review the revenue and expenditure statements of the Athens-Clarke County General Fund, '
Clerk of the Superior Court, Sheriff's Office, and Probate Court from the first half of Fiscal Year
2018 (July — December 2017) (O.C.G.A. § 36-1-7).

Finance Committee Report

" As required by O.C.G.A. § 36-1-7, we, the Grand Jury impaneled in January 2018, formed a
committee to review the financial statements from the Athens-Clarke County Finance
Department/Treasurer, Probate Court, Clerk of the Courts and Office of the Sheriff.

Keoshaw Shontell Maddox, Hanna Hunt Willingham, Nancy B. Davidson, and Rita Smith Raines -

served on the finance committee. The committee makes the following findings and
recommendations.

Findings

a. The amounts listed in the statements presented to the Grand Jury are mathematically
accurate.
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b. The committee concludes that the revenue and expenditures for the Athens-Clarke
County General Fund, Sheriff's Office, and Probate Court for the period of July 1 through
December 31 of Fiscal Year 2018, as well as the Clerk of the Superior Court for the
period of October — December 2017 accurately represents the revenues and
expenditures of the departments, to the best of our knowledge.

Recommendations

The Finance Committee does not have any recommendations to add beyond what other Grand
Juries have suggested in past terms.
