Equipment:

GPS: BLUTAG- (one piece device) Cost is $10.00 per day ($70.00 per week) Initial fee of $175.00 (includes $35.00 install fee plus two weeks in advance).

GPS: AIR PHONE/CONNECT- (two piece device) Cost is $11.00 per day ($77.00 per week) Initial fee of $189.00 (includes $35.00 install fee plus two weeks in advance). *NOT AVAILABLE FOR INDIGENT SLOT*
Alcohol Monitoring: MEMs- Cost is $6.00 per day ($42.00 per week) Initial fee of $119.00 (includes $35.00 install fee plus two weeks in advance).

Alcohol Monitoring: SCRAM Portable- Cost is $7.60 per day ($53.20 per week) Initial fee of $141.40 (includes $35.00 install fee plus two weeks in advance). This is a portable unit. We consider the results to be presumptive and would attempt to verify any positives with a drug screen.  Testing can be scheduled for certain times as well as random.

Alcohol Monitoring: CheckBAC Portable- Cost is $45.00 per month. First month due at the time of hook up.
This is a small portable unit. We consider the results to be presumptive and would attempt to verify any positives with a drug screen.  This unit cannot schedule testing times, they are truly random 24 hours a day.

*!-The defendant MUST HAVE their own smart phone. (Droid or I-Phone)-!* 

Protocols:

· Once deposit is received, equipment will be ordered and will arrive in 2-3 business days. Equipment is installed Monday – Thursday only.  Due to the necessity of follow up the day after installation, no equipment is installed on Fridays.

· Office installations are by appointment only.

· For jail installations, all bonds required by the court must be posted and all holds cleared or released prior to installation.

· Initial electronic monitoring fees must be paid prior to installation.

· Staff will process installations in the order received.  Delays may occur if multiple individuals are eligible for release at the same time.

· To allow the program staff to prepare for a release, counsel for the defendant must ensure the bond order is sent (via fax, or e-mail) as soon as possible.

· The initial appointment with the defendant takes an average of one hour for the necessary paperwork, equipment programming, equipment start-up, and thorough explanation of the court order and requirements. This time varies depending on the needs of the defendant and order of the Court.

· ACC Probation does NOT charge defendants a monthly supervision fee while they are on some form of electronic monitoring.

Geographical Boundaries:
Though the units can be monitored nationwide, the effectiveness of the supervision and response is diminished the farther the unit and defendant is away from the Western Judicial Circuit, which is the primary operational area of the Intensive Supervision Program (ISP). The ISP team can tell when a violation has occurred, but may not have jurisdiction or be able to provide technical repair on the equipment if it is outside of our operational area. A review of these situations will be on a case by case basis with coordination of the ISP team and the Chief of Probation with the guidance and instruction of the judge. To secure Probation Services against a financial loss outside of our operational area, a cash deposit, set by the Chief of Probation will be required for the equipment. This must be paid by money order, certified check, or credit card (online only) prior to the equipment being installed.
